Connecticut Network Comes to Expanded Basic Cable Statewide

Since 1999, CT-N – the Connecticut Network – has provided the most comprehensive television coverage of state government and public affairs available in Connecticut.  From its studio in the Legislative Office Building, CT-N broadcasts 24 hours a day, covering the state Senate and House of Representatives gavel-to-gavel, along with meetings of legislative committees and state agencies, the state Supreme Court and much more.  Up to now however, this service has not been available on basic cable everywhere in the state.  I am happy to report that this will soon change.

In the spring of 2005, the Connecticut General Assembly reached an historic agreement with the state’s cable industry to put the network on expanded basic cable statewide.  This is the first such agreement in the nation.  What does this mean to you?  Well, if you live in an area where CT-N is already available on your basic lineup, nothing should change.  If your cable operator doesn’t yet carry CT-N, or only offers it on digital cable, you should start to see it soon.

According to the agreement, CT-N will be offered on expanded basic in 90% of the state by January 1, 2006 and fully statewide by January 1, 2007.
