If you or someone you know is deaf or hard of hearing, you’ll be pleased to know that the daily workings of your state government are accessible to you as well.  You may be familiar the Connecticut Network (CT-N), our state’s version of C-SPAN.  CT-N offers an unfiltered window on state government with complete and balanced coverage of the legislature, courts and executive branch.  CT-N’s programming is timely, it’s informative, and it is now closed-captioned for the hearing impaired.
Early in 2005, CT-N began pilot-testing a new voice-recognition-based captioning system.  After two successful pilots, the network began captioning 100% of its 2,000 hours of programming each year in January of 2007.  In the spring of that year, Connecticut Network received the Media Image award for its closed captioning efforts from Independence Unlimited, a leading independent living center and advocate for persons with disabilities in the state.
